Working under the direction of the Presbyteryõs Administrative Commission, the Dinuba Presbyterian Session met 

for the monthly business meeting on May 13, 2008.  Items of interest include the following: 

 

Financial Report ïSession reviewed the Financial Report and line item Budget Report.  The gifts and 

tithes for April totaled $13,779. The General Fund balance on April 30, 2008 was $18,666.  The Building 

Fund balance on this date was $77,895. 

 

Dedication/Worship Committees:  Pastor Kent reported on the work of the Dedication and Worship 

Committees in planning the June 1st dedication of the church.  The Committees requested that Session con-

sider a single service that day.  After discussion, a single service to be held at 10 a.m. was approved.    

 

VBS Sunday:  On VBS Sunday we invite all the children participating in VBS and their parents to join us 

during worship for a special musical offering by the children.  After discussion, Session approved a single 

service on June 29th, at 10 a.m. 

 

Updating Ecclesiastical Bylaws:  The number of Elders prescribed in the By-Laws was discussed in light 

of the decline in church membership, resulting in a diminished number of members available to serve in 

various leadership positions.  After considerable discussion, Session voted to recommend reducing the 

number of Elders on Session to six.  This recommendation along with other updates will go to the congre-

gation for approval. 

 

Mission Budget:  A proposal was made to use some of the unallocated mission funds to support Jeremy 

Johnson in his Kenya mission.  After discussion, Session approved $100 per month support, starting in 

May. 

 

Congregational Meeting:  Session voted to call a Congregational meeting on June 8th at 10:00 a.m. be-

tween the two services to vote on changes in the Ecclesiastical By-Laws.  A copy of the proposed revisions 

will be made available to the congregation by June 1st. 

 

Future Meeting Dates ï The next stated business meeting of Session is Tuesday, June 10th, at 7:00 p.m.  

Session also meets once a month for prayer and study.  Presently we are reviewing Sessionôs responsibility 

as outlined in the Book of Order.
