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Session Notes 
 

Working under the direction of the Presbyteryõs Administrative Commission, the Dinuba Presbyterian Session met 

twice this summer for monthly business meetings, on June 10th and July 29th.  Items of interest include the follow-

ing: 

Meeting of Presbytery ï Our church will be hosting the next meeting of Presbytery on Thursday Sept. 18th at 4 p.m.   

Vacation Leave Approval ï Session approved Pastor Kentôs request to take his vacation leave during the month of 

August.  Pulpit supply during the five Sundays in August includes August 3 ï Rev. Sharon Stanley, August 10 ï 

Justin Hebert, August 17 ï Matt Naylor, August 24 ï Roger Neufeld and Open Gate Ministries, and August 31 ï 

Clovis Gospel Four.  During Pastor Kentôs vacation leave, the Elders will provide pastoral care for ongoing needs 

such as hospital visits. Local pastors will be called for emergencies. 

Financial Reports ï On May 31st, the General Fund balance was $20,937 and the Building Fund balance was 

$79,087.  The most recent report on July 29th indicated a balance of $17,141 in the General Fund and $79,598 in the 
Building Fund.  The options on the building loan were discussed since the line of credit with the Synod expires Oc-

tober 27, 2008. The options are:  1) Roll over the line of credit with the Synod for another two-years; 2) convert the 

line of credit into a mortgage with the Synod; or 3) seek a loan from a commercial lending institution.  An advisory 

committee  is presently being formed to explore these options as a decision needs to be made by the end of August.   

Personnel Committee:  The committee recommended to Session a 5% increase in salary for Pastor Kent, resulting 

in an annual salary of $70,350.  The other aspects of his term of the contract are the same as last year with a 31-day 

vacation leave and a 14-day study leave.  His unused 14-day study leave from this past year will accrue.  Session 

approved and Pastor Kent accepted the new contract for another one year period effective August 23, 2008. 

Bible Studies: The two groups that met for a 6-week study of Galatians numbered about 40.  Pastor Kent intends to 

continue this study in Galatians with both groups this fall.  Pastor Kent also recently led a study on Genesis 1-2 at a 

Presbytery Pastorôs meeting.  Earlier in July, he led a study at the Center for Theological Inquiry in Montecito.   

Thinking about Our Future and the Change Process:  Pastor Kent placed before Session several questions for 

thought and prayer regarding where the Lord is leading DPC and he outlined a process to consider as we move for-

ward.  Session will be pondering these questions as they prepare for future discussion. 

Firm Believers:  Elaine Sadler expressed a desire to revive the Firm Believers group starting in October. Session 

supports this proposal. 

Phone Tree:  The appropriate use of the phone tree was discussed.  Session recommended that all-calls be limited to 
prayer requests and special notices about changes in worship times or congregational meetings.  For other needs, it 

was recommended that calls be routed to the specific groups for whom the message is intended. 

Per Capita Distribution:  In March, Session postponed making a decision on the GA portion of the Per Capita until 
after GA met in June.  After a brief discussion, there was a motion to split the GAôs portion ($1441.71) of the Per 

Capita among Presbyterians for Renewal, Presbyterian Coalition, and Presbyterians Pro-Life.  The motion was sec-

onded and approved. 

Membership Class - Several people have inquired about membership.  Pastor Kent will present a model for a Mem-

bership Class to Session in September and then move forward with offering the class in the fall. 

Ride Ministry to Sierra View in Reedley ï Several of our members at Sierra View in Reedley wish to be able to 

attend our services.  This is a ministry opportunity for anyone able to provide rides. 

Building Pad and Vacant Land ï Session discussed the use of the building pad along with restrictions, potential 

costs and other considerations.  Session recommended that this issue be sent to the Trustees and the Building Com-

mittee for further discussion.  

Worship Services ï Congregational feedback and the merits of one versus two services were discussed.  Starting in 

September, Session approved a single Celebration Communion Service at 10:00 a.m. the first Sunday of each month.  

We will continue with the two-service format for the other Sundays with the Traditional Service at 9:00 a.m. and the 

Contemporary Service at 10:30 a.m. 

Next Meeting Date:  The September business meeting of Session will be on Sept. 9 at 7 p.m.
