Greetings members and friends of DPC: 
 
 

 Time. Itôs an intriguing piece to the life we all live. Often, we do not consider time very much. 
For many of our days it marches by silently and without much notice. The writer of Ecclesiastes tells 
us, ñFor everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under heavenò (Ecclesiastes, 3:1). 
He then proceeds to list a rhythmic pattern of events that sweep gracefully and abrasively through 
our lives. Some, like dancing, laughing, love and peace we embrace with glee. Others, like war, 
hate, killing and mourning, protrude into our lives creating disturbance and turmoil. Yet, in each time, 
in each season we are assured there is a God, who dwells among us. Yes, in each time and season 
of life we encounter the living God, who calls us individually and corporately to the work before for 
us. 
 

 This recent season of my life has found me immersed in the world of wizards and spells, 
wardrobes and lions, dragons and vampires. This past spring, I had the joy of taking a course on 
childrenôs fantasy literature and moral formation. We read the timeless classics, like Tolkien and 
Lewis. We read new standards from the works of J.K. Rowling and L'Engle. Finally, we dipped into 
the trendy and fashionable, with Stephenie Meyersô Twilight series. As my classmates and I discov-
ered, stories have the unique ability to draw us into a new world. In these created worlds, we are 
able to explore some of lifeôs deepest and hardest questions. In these stories, we learn in powerful 
ways what it means to be human. In addition to this fantastic course, I also took great joy in studying 
the work of Swiss reformed theologian Karl Barth, continuing to develop my preaching through a 
preaching workshop course and anchoring myself firmly and deeply in relationship with God and oth-
ers in a course on prayer and pastoral care. 
 

 This season also brought transition. I finished my second full year of seminary. I finished a 
year-long internship in a wonderful congregation and started a summer internship in another warm 
and welcoming congregation. Each of these moments have come complete with a full range of emo-
tion and feeling. I am grateful for the learning that has taken place. I am thankful for the growth I 
have experienced. Yet, all these transitions have brought awareness. I am mindful that my season 
here in Princeton is drawing to an end.  I have one year of course work remaining. I have passed all 
my ordination exams and will soon be approved to begin the processes of seeking a call. More tran-
sitions are on the horizon. So, I am grateful for time I have had here. I am grateful for the preparation 
I am receiving. I am excited for what the next months hold. I am eager to see what God has in store 
for both you and me. 
 

 I want to thank you all for the generous support, for your prayers and your faithfulness. I am 
encouraged by the love and care you have shown me and continue to show me. I am grateful for the 
investment you have made in me. I look forward to the next time I can be with you in person. Until

Financial Report:  Steve Musson presented and Session reviewed the financial reports through May 31, 2009.  

The May 31 ending General Fund balance was $4,782 and the Building Fund balance was $67,886. 

Mission/Outreach Committee Report:  Session approved the request to take a special offering July 26th for 

Dinuba Youth for Christ.  
 

Office Computer:  The new computer for the office was purchased and has been installed. 

AV Update:  Greg updated Session on the proposal to put a monitor in each lobby and get another projector 

so that PowerPoint and video can be projected on the back wall of the sanctuary.  The cost will be funded by 

the Audio-Visual fund and individual gifts.  Session approved the proposal. 

Mission Study:   At this time, Session is in the initial phase of preparation for the mission 

study, which is a necessary step prior to the preparation of the CIF (church information form) 

and formation of the PNC (pastor nominating committee).  In order to gain perspective of the 

foundational purposes of the church, Session is studying Scripture and reading several books, 

currently, the Purpose Driven Church .  Pastor Randy Schear has been appointed by Presbytery 

to serve as its liaison and a facilitator of this process.  Session had its first meeting with him on 

July 22 nd.  These meetings will continue on a regular basis.  Everyone in the congregation has a 

role to play in the mission study and will be brought into this process.  Even at this early stage, 

Session welcomes and values your input.  A vital part of Sessionõs role is to listen and receive 

the ideas you share.  We are sensing a need for corporate and personal prayer in order to dis-

cern Godõs leading as we move into the future.  In addition, we are seeking to identify the barri-

ers that are keeping us from being a vital and lively witness for Jesus in our community.   We 

ask that you be in prayer for guidance as we work together to build a foundation for the long -

term health and growth of our church in this community.  

August Meeting Date:  The August business meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, August 11th at 7 pm.
