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SESSION NOTES 
 

Session met on August 11, 2009 for the August business meeting.   

Pastorôs Contract:  The contract for Pastor Kent was renewed. 
 

Financial Report:  Phil Sadoian presented and Session reviewed the financial reports through July 31, 2009.  

The ending General Fund balance was in the red (-$2,699) and the Building Fund balance was $57,455.  Phil 

reported that the General Fund deficit is due to a low beginning balance for 2009, which has been insufficient 

to carry us through the typically low-tithing summer months.   

Updating the By-Laws and Congregational Meeting:  Session discussed and approved the proposal for up-

dating the By-Laws.  A copy of the proposal is available in the narthex.  The proposed deletions are crossed 

out and the proposed additions are in italics.  A Congregational meeting has been called for Sunday, Septem-

ber 6, at 11:15 a.m. for the single purpose of discussing and voting on the changes in the By-Laws.  

Mission/Outreach Committee Report:  The Mission Committee Job Description was presented.  In addition, 

the committee reported that in order to be good stewards of Godôs provision, we are developing a process to 

evaluate the missions we support and to determine their levels of support.   
 

Deaconôs Report and Trusteeôs Report:  Session reviewed the written reports from the Deacons and Trus-

tees. 
 

Facility Use Policy:  A clarification was made in the Facility Use Policy in regards to the fee paid for setting 

up for special events. 
 

Updating the Rolls:  Session reviewed the clear guidelines stated in the Book of Order regarding both active 

and inactive membership. Then we began reviewing the active rolls with the goal of completing the update of 

the rolls before the end of the year. 

Mission Study:  Based on the books he read during his study leave, Pastor Kent presented a report outlining 

some of his insights and how they relate to our church.  Guided by his leadership, Session is engaged in care-

ful and thoughtful thinking and discussion about worship.  We reflected on the ñcore valuesò of past seasons of 

the church in an effort to seek an understanding of how ñcore valuesò shape the church.  As we gain clarity on 

this topic, we will be sharing information with you and seeking your input.
